6. Sent 10 Resolutions (10) upon request to the family/churches of Ushers who transitioned (21-25 yrs).  
7.  Sent gloves and fans to the 10th Episcopal District Ushers with the assistance of Senior Bishop L.L. Reddick (Oct. 2021).  
8. Updated “Reporting Procedures”, Uniforms and Usher forms (2023). 
9. Visited 9 of the 11 Episcopal Districts during
a. Connectional Conferences (General, Missionary, CYYAC), 
b. Annual Conferences (Shreveport & St. Louis, Texas),
c. Convocation (Indiana), 
d. Various Church Services (1st, 2nd , 3rd, 6th & 9th).  
10. Completed 1st draft of the Usher Manual 9/2025.  
11. Encouraged and supported the Rededication Ceremony for Connectional Usher Day (2nd Sunday in September) annually.  
Episcopal District Highlights
In collaboration with our Episcopal Vice Presidents, I requested reports that reflect the diligent work occurring accoss our Connectional Church.  Below are summaries from three districts.   
4th Episcopal District: EVP Queen Martin: 
Comprised of 4 Regions.  Ushers work in unity Usher for Spring and Fall Convocations, funerals and regional programs.  Several trainings were held and topics presented included uniforms, importance of attendance, funeral service and hand signals.  An award was presented to Mrs. Patricia Anderson for her service as regional President for 15 years. 
5th Episcopal District: Nancy Cole. 
Comprised of 4 Regions. All Churches in the 5th celebrated Connectional Usher’s Day.  All churches do a attendance report.  EVP provided training on the updates for the manual and new reporting forms.  Gave plaques to the Usher Boards that participated in “Outreach projects” in the North Central Alabama region.  
6th Episcopal District:  Cliff Terrell District President. 
Several training courses have been done on the local level.  Topics covered were communion service, uniforms, and duties of an usher.
